3. Locate and underline where you see these terms appear (or variations of them) in the articles. 

4. Underline other ideas in the text that seem most important to you.


After Reading:
1. What are the most important ideas being expressed in the articles?  What ideas stick out to you that seem more important than other ideas? 

2. Which of the mini-articles is your favorite and why?
