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A1 Post Draft: Research WebQuest

Part One: Library Database
Step One: Go to the Healey Library and get a library code. They will place a sticker on the back of your Student ID with the code--so you will need an ID to get a library code. Be sure to bring it with you. 

Step Two: Go to www.umb.edu/library and click on the “Databases and Indexes” on the left hand side of the screen. 

Step Three: Find “Academic Search Complete” and click on the link. If you are doing this from home, this will bring you to a Login page, where you will need to sign in using your last name and Healey barcode. 

Step Four: Once you enter the journal database, you will see a search field. As a test, type “celebrity worship” into the Basic Search bar. 

Step Five: Click on the source. On the right hand side, there will be a menu of options - click on the one that says “Cite”. Scroll down and find the MLA option. Copy and paste the citation listed under MLA into a Word Document.  

Step Six: Go back to the library “Databases and Indexes” page.  Click the J to limit the number of databases. Choose the JSTOR database out of the list of choices. 

Step Seven: Type in “celebrity branding.” Pick an article. On the top right of the screen, click “Cite this Item”. Copy and paste the citation listed under MLA into your Word Document.  

Part Two: Google Scholar
Step One: Go to scholar.google.com. Click “Settings” on the top right of the screen. 
Step Two: On the left hand side, click “Library Links”. 

Step Three: In the search bar, type “Healey”. Check the box marked “University of Massachusetts Boston - FullText@HealeyLibrary”. Click “Save”.

Step Four: Clicking “Save” will bring you back to the homepage. Once there, type “celebrity branding” into the search bar. 

Step Five: On the right hand side, look for a source that has “FullText@HealeyLibrary”. This means you will be able to find the full article through the Healey Library database. Click the “FullText@HealeyLibrary” link.  Copy and paste the citation listed under MLA into your Word Document.  

Step Six: What is was the goal of this process? Print your Word Document and bring it to class.
