ASSIGNMENT 3

Skill: Examining Your Own Concept from an Individual Discipline

Topic: Choose your adventure!

Sources: Your own scholarly research 

Draft: (4 pages) due April 11th 
First Revision: (6 pages) due April 25th 
Final Revision: (6 pages +) due May 11th 
In your first essay, you analyzed the concepts of several authors in order to create and define your own discussion about celebrity branding. Then, in your second essay, you examined the different ways a concept—body image—may be framed by different disciplines. Now, you’ll be exploring your own topic and field of research. 

You’ll want to choose a field that interests you, and then answer a research question.  This will allow you to narrow your focus and a) choose a side on the issue and/or b) illustrate all major aspects of the question at hand.  You’ll need to spend some time working on finding your own sources, examples, and point of view.  Don’t forget to create a dialogue between your sources.  What do experts in your chosen field say about the subject?  How might they agree or disagree on the specifics of your question? As with your previous papers, you will not want to say the obvious, but to find an interesting angle and claim that might surprise or educate your readers. 

Draft:

Make careful writerly moves in your essay. Try:

a. Strategically using a brief anecdote (paired with source use & analysis) to engage the reader and explore your concept.

b. Using well-chosen and carefully summarized research to deepen and enrich your concept. 

c. Choosing striking and apt quotations to examine your concept and punctuate your points.

d. Incorporating an image and visual rhetoric you think may help illustrate a point.

e. A carefully crafted counterargument to further emphasize your main claim.

In your four-page draft, you will work on making these writerly moves.  Like you did in your previous essay, move back and forth between reflection, counterargument, source use, etc., so that you can explore the concept of your choice. As before, you'll be pursuing a certain perspective or angle on your topic, and you'll want your essay to engage your reader along a path of inquiry that brings in different kinds of voices to help you answer the query you decide to pursue. Your draft will need to refer to at least 4 scholarly sources.
