Tips for Success on Assignment III
As you continue to revise, refer to the instructions on the essay prompt, the writing hierarchy, the feedback I provided to you during the mini conferences, and the following standards that the university has outlined as part of the requirements for passing EN 102:
1. You can work with three or more texts accurately and analyze the relations among them. 

2. You can build arguments and perspectives with an awareness of a reader’s expectations for sequentially developed ideas in paragraphs. 

3. You can shape a question or problem for inquiry and pursue understanding through independent research culminating in a documented essay. 

Some of the ways you can successfully achieve those standards is by being sure you’ve done the following:
1. CLAIM: Is it located early on, perhaps in the introduction?  Is it clearly stated?  Is it original, provocative, complex and inspired by the triangulation of your research? 
2. YOUR ARGUMENT: Is it building and strengthening throughout your essay?  Does it following a sequential delivery of information and analysis?  Do you give specific examples to illustrate your point?  Do you use anecdotes to help clarify your point?  Do you utilize the research to support your ideas, apply to your examples and illustrate your argument?  Do you utilize your own intellect to assess and analyze the research? 
3. SOURCES: Have included your seed source?  Have you included at least two additional, linked sources from the lineage?  Have you demonstrated proficiency in source use by expressing your working knowledge of the ideas in the sources?  Are you using multiple quotes from each source?  Are you using the language, theories and ideas in the sources to help you express your own argument?  Have you balanced your voice and ideas with those in the sources so that neither is the dominant force within the paper? 

4. IN-TEXT CITATION: Have you properly cited – within your paper – all of the ideas, quotes, paraphrases and summaries from your sources?  Have you made it clear for the reader when the ideas are yours and when they belong to someone else?
5. WORKS CITED:  Have you included it at the end of your paper?  Is your Works Cited page in proper MLA format?  Have you double-checked Hacker’s text when you were stuck?
6. FORMATTING: Have you returned to the Mock Essay to ensure that the paper you are turning in meets the requirements for a properly formatted MLA document? (1” margins, 12 point font – preferably Times New Roman-like, black ink, proper heading, proper pagination, titled, stapled).
